By Rail

High speed rail connections by Intercity 125 link Reading to the West Country, the Midlands, Wales,
Manchester and Scotland to name but a few. Reading also boasts a frequent service to London
Paddington whichis just 22 minutes away.

By Road

Reading is served by three M4 motorway junctions, and the M3, M40, and M25 motorways are close
by.

From the West

Leave the M4 at Junction 12 and follow the A4 into the centre of Reading. You will reach a main

roundabout (Reading Police Station will be directly opposite), take the first exit signposted for
Caversham, and from there onwards follow the signs for Rivermead Leisure Complex.

From the East

Leave the M4 at Junction 10 and follow the A329(M) towards Reading. You will enter Reading via the
Kings Road, follow the signs for Reading Station, until you pick up signs for Rivermead Leisure
Complex. The Complex is well signposted from the centre of Reading and is approximately 15
minutes from the M4 Junctions.

By Air

Heathrow Airport is just over half an hour away by car, and a twice hourly coach service links the
Town with all the airport terminals. An hourly direct train service also operates between Reading
and GatwickAirport.
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
